Rules, 1989, which the Central Government proposes to make in exercise of the powers conferred by section 118
of Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 (59 of 1988) is hereby published as required by sub-section (1) of section 212 of
the said Act for information of all persons likely to be affected thereby and notice is hereby given that the said
draft will be taken into consideration after expiry of a period of thirty days from the date on which the copies of
this notification as published in the Gazette of India are made available to the public.

The objections or suggestions which may be received from any person with respect to the said draft rules
before the expiry of the period aforesaid will be considered by the Central Government;

DRAFT REGULATIONS

1. Short title and commencement. — (1) These regulations may be called as The Motor Vehicles
(Driving) (Amendment) Regulations, 2020.

(2) These regulations shall come into force on the date of their final publication in the Official Gazette.
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2. In the Motor Vehicles (Driving) Regulations, 2017 (hereinafter referred as the said regulations). -
i. Inregulation 37, after sub-regulation (1), the following shall be inserted namely: -

“Provided such use is solely for route navigation in such a manner that shall not disturb the concentration
of the driver while driving.”

ii. In regulation 38,

(a) In sub-regulation (1) for the words “documents in original” the words “documents in physical or
electronic form” shall be substituted;

(b) In sub-regulation (3) after the words “shall always carry with him” the words “in physical or electronic
form” shall be inserted;

(c) After sub-regulation (4), the following shall be inserted namely: -

“(5) After inspection of the documents in electronic form, referred to above, by any police officer in
uniform or any other officer authorised by the State Government in this behalf, if the documents are found to be
valid and in force, then physical forms of such documents shall not be demanded for inspection, including in
cases where there is an offence made out necessitating seizure of any such documents.”
